Crisis comes from the Greek KRINEIN   (to distinguish, to decide, to choose),  which is also at the root of critical and criterion.  Krisis was the noun used by Hippocrates to describe the turning point in the course of a disease, for better or worse.  Over the centuries physicians and laypeople spoke naturally of the good crisis, the favorable crisis, or even the happy crisis.    In its original sense, a crisis is an opportunity for healing.
